Each week, we will check your child’s diary and if they have 5 or more reads, they will
receive a special sticker. Your child will become even more confident with their reading this term and it
is so important to encourage and value their efforts at home. If you would like more support with reading
at home, please speak to your child’s teacher.

You may wish to choose an ‘Animals’ themed idea from the suggestions sheet (or think of your own
idea). If your child has worked on a home learning project, they can bring in to share or you can send a
photo of it via Seesaw, so that it can be shared with the class. Children always love sharing their home
learning.
