Dear Parents and Carers,
Arrangements for Starting School

Welcome to Arbury Primary School. We are really looking forward to meeting you and getting to know
you and your child. This is a very exciting time!

Getting ready for school

Pre-School Visits

This half term, our staff will visit your children in their pre-school settings to meet them and to talk to the
practitioners about their interests and learning journey so far. If your child is not attending a pre-school
setting, we will be in touch to make an alternative arrangement.

‘Stay and Play’ sessions - Tuesday 28" June — 1.30-2.30pm / Tuesday 12t July — 1.30-2.30pm

We will be holding two ‘Stay and Play’ sessions in school for children to attend with their parents/carers.
This is a chance for you to come and visit our classroom spaces, meet the staff that will be working with
your child, to meet other families who are starting school with us and have some fun together. We have
found that children find this a really positive experience and very much hope that you will join us for both
sessions.

Please arrive at the side gate to school, at the end of Roland Close (off Brimley Road). You will be met
in the playground by senior staff and class teachers, who will walk you round to the Early Years area.

Starting School

Week 1 — Monday 5" September & Tuesday 6" September (mornings only)

Children will come into school for the morning, arriving at 9am and being collected at 12pm. Please
arrive at the side gate to school, at the end of Roland Close (off Brimley Road). You will be met in the
playground by senior staff and class teachers, who will walk you round to the Early Years area. You will
have lots of time to chat with us and ask any questions you have. You are welcome to stay with your
child for the first 15 minutes, to ensure they are settled, and then let them know you are going, and
leave. You will then return again to the side gate when it is time to collect. After you have left your child,
we would like to invite you to come and have a cup of tea with us in the school.

We understand that some parents will need a full time place from the first day of term due to other
commitments. If this is the case, please don’t let this be a source of worry for you, just let us know so
we can plan ahead.

Week 1 —Wednesday 7" - Friday 9" September (mornings only, including lunch)

Children will be at school for the whole morning, including having lunch together. They may bring a
packed lunch from home, or have a free school dinner. The children will arrive at 9am and be collected
at 1.30pm.

Week 2 — Monday 12" September onwards

From experience, we anticipate that by Monday 12th September most children will be ready for being
in class full-time, arriving at 8.45am and being collected at 3.25pm. However, if your child may benefit
from early collection then we offer a 1.30pm pick-up option.
