Early Years Half Termly Curriculum Information Letter — Autumn Term 2 2024

The children have made a fantastic start back at school this week! We have a jam-packed
half term of fun planned for them. We hope you have enjoyed seeing pictures of the
children’s learning on the website so far this year, please keep an eye on the ‘News and
Events’ section so you can stay up to date with what we are getting up to in class.
Remember that we also send a weekly update via parent mail every Monday morning for
you to hear what we have been learning about and what is coming up.

Learning Theme

This half term, our learning theme is ‘Light and Dark’. We will be learning about the
celebrations of different religions and their similarities and differences, particularly focusing
on their use of light. Children will find out about the changing seasons and how the days
get shorter and it stays dark for longer as well as learning about shadows. One of the most

We love seeing what
your child has read and enjoyed. You may wish to include other books you are reading in
their diary — library books, books from home etc. Please continue to read and record (at
least!) five reads in your child’s reading diary each week. Book bags need to be in school
every day as your child will be able to change their sharing book daily. Each week, we will
check your child’s diary and if they have 5 or more reads, they will receive a special sticker.
The Key Stage 1 class with the highest percentage of children getting 5 or more reads wins
the Key Stage 1 reading trophy for the week. It would be great if the EYFS classes could
celebrate winning it this half term, so please get reading!
